Prewriting
1. Find an interesting topic to write about that you know a lot about

2. Brainstorm your ideas – think about what you want to say

3. Organize your ideas – use graphic organizer such as 4-square or web, create a jot list, take notes, story map
1st Draft

Write your ideas down…remember, it doesn’t have to be ‘just right’ yet!

Revising
Rethink…make your ideas better
1. add important details

2. add showing details

3. take out duh-details (boring, not important)
4. create brilliant beginnings

5. create excellent endings

6. better word choice – nouns, verbs, adjectives, similes, metaphors
7. change order – paragraphs, sentences

8. some long and short sentences

9. sentences begin in different ways

10. add one’s feelings, opinions or thoughts

Editing
Check each one of these:

1. spelling

2. capitals – beginning of sentences, proper nouns, pronoun ‘I’

3. punctuation marks – periods, question marks, exclamation marks, commas, quotation marks

4. indent first word of paragraph

5. grammar skills

6. paragraphs written correctly – indent, topic and concluding sentence

Publishing

1. neat handwriting
2. words spaced correctly

3. write a title
4. illustrations match the text
